Wood
Advantage – Cheap and easiily available
Disadvantage – Needs to be traeted and regularly maintained.

Aluminium 
Advantage –  Durable and lightweight.
Disadvantage – Cold material and tends to condensate.

uPVC
Advantage – Versatile material with good thermal properties.
Disadvantage – Can be expensive.

One method of preventing dampness form entering a building is by wrapping DPC around the concrete cill.
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Second method
